4. Brief background

Phuket, Thailand, is one of the mass-tourism destinations in South-East Asia. Before
the COVID-19 pandemic, it was visited by approximately 14 million tourists in 2019 (Tourism
Authority of Thailand, 2020). The hospitality and tourism industries are crucial stakeholders to
develop the local economy. Evidence from a well-known online review platform, TripAdvisor,
shows that there are 4,137 places to stay (TripAdvisor, 2021) and 3,351 restaurants
(TripAdvisor, 2021) in Phuket. However, Phuket has faced several major emergent crises
including Tsunami in 2004 that caused the lowest GPP of -18.91%, seizure of Don Muang and
Suvarnabhumi Airports in 2008, Thailand military coup in 2014 (Office of the National
Economic and Social Development Council, 2019), and the Covid-19 pandemic in 2020 which
yet has not been reported.

To acquire business continuity, a plan to prevent, respond, or recover from any
contingencies is important. Starting from a disaster recovery plan in the 1970s (Herbane, 2010),
then expanded into the business process for increasing resilience and anticipating the failure
(Cerullo & Cerullo, 2004). There is no standard business continuity framework and many
proposed business continuity plans were proposed in previous research (Cerullo & Cerullo,
2004; Gibb & Buchanan, 2006; Lindstrédm, Samuelsson, & Hagerfors, 2010; Sambo & Bankole,
2016). Marko, et al. (2019) recommended that a business continuity plan provides both value
creation and value preservation, while Butler & Gray (2006) stated the plan should be crucially
based on proactiveness.

The
rating is based on 1 to 5 stars, calculated inclusively from both tourists” assessment and Agoda
mechanisms focusing on the services and facilities offered at the hotel.

By using data mining software (as of April 2021), there are 392 hotels in Phuket that
received at least four-star on Agoda website. Of which, 97 are 5-star hotels, 46 are 4.5-star,
and 248 are 4-star.
